OVERVIEW

Roppongi Art Night is an art extravaganza staged in the district of Roppongi. The event proposes a
pioneering model for urban development as well as a lifestyle that celebrates the enjoyment of art
in our everyday lives. Presenting contemporary art, design, music, film, and performances,
Roppongi Art Night offers an extraordinary experience. Launched in March 2009, the event is
growing every year.

GREETING

In May of 2020, Roppongi Art Night was forced to cancel due to the spread of COVID-19, with the event
repeatedly postponed in the time since. This year, we are especially excited that we will be able to present
Roppongi Art Night 2022 from September 17 (Sat) through 19 (Mon/Holiday) over a 3-day period.

While the event will not be an overnight format, you will still be able to enjoy art, film, and performance
throughout the city of Roppongi from morning to night.

These
gadgets have long entertained the hearts of children, but the tool that can enable us to freely traverse time
and space is our ability, regardless of day or age, for anyone to dream. What kind of world will the
Doraemon that these artists collaborated on invite us into?

In addition to the main program of Roppongi Art Night 2022, legendary conceptual artist Lawrence Weiner,
along with KIMSOO0JA and Michael Lin, well-known through international art festivals since the 1990s, will
participate in the event.
